Hall County School District GOALS: 

 

1. By the end of FY24, the percentage of students in each subgroup moving into the “Proficient” 

and “Distinguished” levels of performance on the Georgia Milestones Assessments will 

increase by 2% in the “Proficient” and “Distinguished” levels of performance.   
2. By the end of FY24, increase the percentage of referred students who access school-based 

mental health services by 2% each year (with FY21 being the baseline year) to decrease the 

number of OSS days in grades 6-12. 

 

Flowery Branch Elementary GOALS: 

 

1. By the end of SY24, the percentage of students who meet or exceed the projected growth goals 

on the MAP will increase by 3% from the 22-23 school year (baseline=49% reading and 52% 

math). 

2. In order to increase student engagement, FBES teachers will provide Enrichment Clusters to all 

FBES students ten times during the 23-24 school year.
